1. Election of Chairman
Cllr M Tysoe proposed Cllr M Jarratt be the Chairman to the Cemetery & Pool Meadow Committee.

3. Declarations of Interest – there were no declarations of interest to report.

4. Minutes of the meeting held on 13th March 2019 – the minutes were approved by the committee and signed by the Chairman at the meeting.
5. Matters arising

Septic Tank

The committee members agreed to monitor the septic tank area at the cemetery.

Section 5


Two holes had been dug to test the water table at the Worcester Road cemetery as requested by the 
Environment Agency.  The holes had now been filled in after a three month period and no water was 
evident.  With this information it was now agreed that Section 5 could be double depth graves.

Hard Standing Area at the Bonfire Area


The hard standing area for a skip next to the bonfire area had been installed as previously 
agreed.  


Mr R Taylor agreed to burn the branches and then Cllr M Tysoe would contact Mr Stobart to 
arrange to fill the skip as previously agreed.

Inspection of Worcester Road Cemetery


The following jobs were identified at the inspection:-

· Branches were to be cut back to the side of Section 7
· Mr. R. Taylor was to install a new gate post at the top of Section 5 to replace the broken one.

· Section 1 to be strimmed back.
· Write a letter to the person who was feeding the animals in the cemetery as there was a problem with rodents in that area.
· Mr R Taylor to remove the Juniper in Section 4.
· Mr R Taylor to mow Section 5

A request had been received to place a bench at the bottom of Section 6 and a photograph of the bench had been supplied.
The committee considered the request and agreed on the position of the bench.
