1. Apologies for absence
Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr E Coles.
2. Public Participation – no requests received.
3. Declarations of interest – there were none to report.
4. Minutes of the meeting held on the 24th January 2019 – were confirmed and signed at the meeting.
5. Matters arising
Sports Awards
The Chairman reported that the recent Sports Awards had been a huge success.

Rubber paths

Photographs had been sent to the company regarding dips in the rubber footpaths.

Under 7’s enclosed area – multi-use piece of equipment

Proludic had produced a quotation to provide and install the diablo J3851/C at a cost of £12,359.00.  The committee had approved the quotation and an order had been placed for this piece of equipment.

Dog walking area

The Chairman of the Recreation committee, the Chairman of the Field Reeves and the Town Clerk had met to discuss the dog walking area at New Street recreation ground.  The position of the fence, the double gate and pedestrian gate was agreed.  A quotation was being sought for this work.  
6. Inspection

Notes arising from the inspection

New Street

Wicksteed were to be contacted regarding surfacing lifting/splitting underneath the turning egg cup and also the wobble skateboard.

It was evident that the grass matting on the tunnel was shrinking.  Mr P Oliveri was to add grass matting soil and grass seed to the area to remedy this problem.

Zip wire

The rubber close to the seat on the zip wire had split once again.  The Town Clerk was to contact Proludic regarding this problem.

Goal posts

A quotation was being sought to provide new goal posts. 

The committee noted pieces of equipment that required painting during the better weather.

Cornish Road Recreation ground

West Oxfordshire District Council were to be contacted regarding the trees/shrubs which required cutting back from the recreation ground.  A piece of trim trail was to be put out of use until the new piece of rubber for the footstep had been received and fixed.

12 Rubber caps and 6 new stepping stones were to be ordered for the multi-use piece of equipment for the slide.

The committee agreed that the metal frames to the rear of the basketball were to be removed from the site.

One new basketball back board and hoop was to be ordered.

Cotswold Crescent Recreation ground

Order one new basketball backboard and hoop.
7. Any Other Business
An incident had been reported to the police and Cottsway Housing which had happened on the previous Saturday morning whilst sporting activities were being undertaken at the site.  

A crime number has been generated.  The committee agreed that this type of criminal activity was not acceptable surrounding the sporting recreation grounds which are owned by the Town Council.  

Cllr D Davidson stated that a representative from Cottsway was to be called in to have a meeting at the Guildhall with Cllr D Davidson and the Town Clerk to discuss this further.

The Rifle Club had reported that their fence had been damaged and other activities had been happening adjacent to their site.  Cllr D Davidson, Cllr R Benfield, Cllr M Tysoe, Cllr J Kitcher-Jones and the Town Clerk had a site meeting to discuss provision of a new fence.  Quotations were to be sought and the Town Council would discuss this further with the Rifle Club.  Since the weekend it had been reported that the Swifts new fencing had been damaged after the incident which had happened over the weekend.

The committee did a site visit at the Cotswold Gate site, Burford Road to have a look at the area for the new recreation ground.
