1. Election of Chairman

5. Matters arising
Exterior Wooden Doors

All work was now completed by Shield Woodworking.
Damp

All work had been completed by Property Conservation. The Council Chamber had been redecorated by Mr. L. Walton. There were some outstanding works by Mr. J. Harding regarding the skirting boards being fitted.

Tiling under the urinals

Mr. Harding has completed the tiling work under the urinals at the Town Hall and installed splash backs to the side of the urinals.

Victorian Lights

Bannor Electrical were to re-wire the two Victorian lights at the Town Hall and work was planned to take place 2nd, 3rd and 4th September 2019. 
Art Week

WODC had paid CNTC for the loss of bookings due to the European Election on 23.5.19.

6. Town Hall Keepers Report

Kitchen

The Town Hall Keeper stated that the shelf in the kitchen had become warped and that the stainless steel wrap on the shelf was sharp in places and expressed concern that this could cause an injury. The Town Clerk to contact a local builder to address both issues. The roller shutter was also not working and stuck in the open position. The Town Clerk to contact Bannor Electrical to address this issue. 
Ladies Toilets

The Town Hall Keeper stated that wall paint was continuing to flake. The Town Clerk to contact Mr L. Walton to quote for redecoration. 
Gent’s Toilets

The Town Hall Keeper to advise if the gent’s toilets required redecoration. The committee agreed to investigate this after the meeting. The result after inspection was that there was no requirement for redecoration at this time.

Flag

The flag is currently caught in the gutter. The Town Clerk to contact the window cleaner to request assistance with freeing the flag.

Licensed Wedding Venue
